What is spiritual immaturity?
Spiritual immaturity is where the focus becomes ME,
not Christ.

How does persecution lead to growth?
The Book of Acts is full of examples of this type of growth in the
church through persecution. God is always with those being
persecuted and gives them greater passion and courage to be
witnesses for Him. Persecution also weeds out the ‘part-time’
Christians who run away when mission work gets uncomfortable.

A missionary should notice ethnic ways & show respect, especially for gender roles.

1:9b
says, 'But we suffered so that we would stop trusting ourselves and learn to trust God....”
